Especially ahead of making such a big decision 
regarding secondary school. 

This decision has not been taken lightly and follows our initial postponement 
from 2 weeks ago to give the event every chance of taking place. Sadly, cases 
of asymptomatic COVID remain very high and the health and safety of parents, 
students and staff, alongside that of our family of primary schools, must take 
priority. 

We are now working hard to ensure that you can access a virtual Open Evening 
via our school website. Though I appreciate this is second best, it will provide 
you with key information, a digital tour of the school and video clips from our staff 
and students to let you know what life is like here at De La Salle.
